	1.  PURPOSE



1.1  The parties wish to explore a potential business relationship concerning:

	2.  CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION



2.1  "Confidential Information" means all information disclosed by the Disclosing Party that is designated as confidential or that a reasonable person would understand to be confidential, including but not limited to:

1. Financial information, business plans, strategies, forecasts and projections
1. Customer and supplier lists, pricing, and commercial terms
1. Technical data, intellectual property, know-how, and trade secrets
1. Personnel information, salary data, and employment arrangements
1. Any information that is clearly of a sensitive commercial nature

2.2  Confidential Information does not include information that: (a) is or becomes publicly available without breach of this Agreement; (b) the Receiving Party already possessed before disclosure; (c) is independently developed by the Receiving Party; or (d) is received from a third party free from any obligation of confidentiality.


	3.  OBLIGATIONS



3.1  The Receiving Party agrees to:
1. Keep all Confidential Information strictly confidential
1. Use Confidential Information solely for the Permitted Purpose
1. Not disclose Confidential Information to any third party without prior written consent
1. Limit disclosure to employees, officers, or advisers who have a need to know and are bound by equivalent confidentiality obligations
1. Notify the Disclosing Party immediately upon becoming aware of any unauthorised disclosure

3.2  The Receiving Party may disclose Confidential Information to the extent required by law or court order, provided it gives the Disclosing Party reasonable prior notice where legally permitted.


	4.  TERM



4.1  This Agreement commences on the date signed and continues for a period of [2 years] ("the Term"), unless terminated earlier by mutual written agreement.

6.1  The Receiving Party acknowledges that a breach of this Agreement may cause irreparable harm and that injunctive relief may be an appropriate remedy in addition to any claim for damages.
6.2  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales. Any disputes shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.
